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As burglary involves illegal entry into buildings, it is worth enquiring whether building design enables burglars to carry out their offences and, if so, whether anything might be done about it.  This chapter reviews some of the ways in which the design of buildings might influence burglary and assesses the prospects for implementing a policy of preventing burglary through the re-design of buildings.  Concepts and issues examine include: defensible space (Oscar Newman, 1972); target selection; environmental complexity; the impact of the environment; environmental risks; behavior settings; and situational prevention.  
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
