This chapter reviews the leading police strategies to control burglary over the past 15-20 years.  Over the past two decades American police efforts against burglary have changed from traditional patrol and investigation, to prevention, and then to the current emphasis on control, particularly repeat offenders.  The various police strategies used today can be seen as a response to the national concern over crime, its extent, causes, and cures.  

Specific topics discussed include: crime prevention efforts; mechanical strategies; team policing; community-based strategies; case screening; sting operations; and career-criminal programs.  
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
